Combine ingredients.  Roll out to 1/4" and use cookie cutters to shape.  Poke a little hole for a string and air dry.

cups  white glue

food coloring

1 1/3
cups  warm water

3
teaspoons  borax

Mix the 1 1/2 cups warm water, glue and food coloring in a container big enough to hold 3 cups.

Mix the 1 1/3 cups warm water with the borax in another container big enough to hold about two cups.

Mix the ingredients in each container carefully.  Gently pour the mixture from the smaller container into the larger one.  Stir until the mixture combines and thickens into a gooey ball and only a small amount of liquid is left.  Let it rest a couple minutes to continue thickening.,  Drain excess liquid.

cups  flour

1
cup  salt

4
teaspoons  cream of tartar

2
cups  water with food color of choice

2
tablespoons  oil

Mix together in a non-stick pan.  Cook over medium heat until it forms a stiff ball. Knead when warm for a smoother consistency.  Keep stirring until all parts are hardened.

Add glitter for glitter dough.  Add when cooking is finished and you are kneading dough. Use unsweetened drink mix for the coloring.  It also adds fragrance.  Use 1-2 packs for each recipe.
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
